Purpose: When do we use a procedure?

A procedure is used to show how to do something through a series of steps (e.g. spoken or written directions or instructions).

	Examples of Procedure Texts:
· Directions
· Instructions
· Recipes
· Science experiments
· Stage directions

Structure: What goes into a procedure?

1. Opening statement of goal or aim 
2. Equipment and/or materials required       
    listed in order of use
3. Series of steps listed in chronological      
    order


Procedure
	Opening Statement
This states the aim or the goal.




	Equipment and/or materials
This is a list of what is required to complete the procedure.







	Series of steps

This outlines the steps necessary for completion of the procedure. These steps should be in chronological order.
